After his epiphany in 1967, Morris Dees began taking controversial cases that were highly unpopular in

the white community. He filed suit to stop construction of a.white universityin an-Alabama city that al-

ready had a predominantly black state college. In 1969, he filed suit to integrate the allwhite Montgom-
ery YMCA.

As founder and chief trial counsel of the Southern Poverty Law Center in Montgomery, Ala., Dees has
been a pioneer in suing hate groups and mapping new directions for his nonprofit organization, the
Southern Poverty Law Center.

Dees has received numerous awards in conjunction with his work at the center. He has:been-named trial
lawyer of the year by the Trial Lawyers for Public Justice and was presented the Martin Luther King Jr.
Memorial Award by the National Education Association. The American Bar Association gave him its
Young Lawyers Distinguished Service Award and the American Civil Liberties Union honored him with
its Roger Baldwin Award.
