Constitution Day. Come celebrate the library that launched a revolution. Did you know that the Rare Books Collec-
tions of the State Library of Pennsylvania includes a very special collection--the library assembled for Pennsylvania's colonial 
General Assembly?  That library collection, begun by Benjamin Franklin, can be called the "Library of 

the Founding Fathers," a key asset at the First Continental Congress in Philadelphia in 1774, where 
George Washington was appointed general of the Continental Forces. Later, it is likely that Thomas 

Jefferson consulted these volumes while working on the Declaration of Independence. Deputy Secretary 
of the Office of Commonwealth Libraries, Clare Zales, will deliver a short presentation on the origins 

and history of this collection, while panelists Dr. David Argall, Dr. Michael Barton, and Dr. Clem Gilpin 
will comment on the significance of the collection as part of the world of the founding fathers. The panel 

will be moderated by Dr. Simon Bronner.   The program will take place in Morrison Gallery (Library), 
6:15 pm, Wednesday, September 17.
