Did you know that the Rare Books Collec-
tions of the State Library of Pennsylvania includes a very special collection-the library assembled for Pennsylvania's colonial
General Assembly? That library collection, begun by Benjamin Franklin, can be called the "Library of the Founding Fathers," a

key asset at the First Continental Congress in Philadelphia in 1774, where George Washington was appointed general of the
Continental Forces. Later, it is likely that Thomas Jefferson consulted these volumes while working on the Declaration of Ind e-
pendence.
